Protocol of the meeting

between Research Institute Electron (RIE) and CMS ECAL Delegation


St. Petersburg
26 April 2002

Based on the test results of VPTs presented by D. Cockerill both Parties agree:

RIE is in the process of improving production techniques with the intention to eliminate effects observed by CMS at the visual inspection.  In particular, it is expected that VPTs delivered alter May 2002 will:

1.
not have a “missing” photocathode surface exceeding an estimated value of about

10%,

2.
have minimized misalignment of the anode grid,

3.
show no red/brown discolouration of photocathodes.

Both Parties agree to monitor the effects listed above and shall revisit the test results of future deliveries.

RIE made a proposal on the details of crimping the pins to the wire.  CMS (T. Lodge) will examine this proposal and perform some tests.  CMS will reply to the proposal of RIE as soon as possible.
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
