PPD/ATLAS Procedures for Handling Irradiated Objects at RAL

Think carefully as to whether it is really necessary for irradiated Modules to come to RAL.

If it is, those sending them have to be aware that the procedures must be followed properly - else we will be in big trouble and will have people coming down hard on us. In particular, at least two weeks' notice should be given in order to get everything in place without rushing and having to plead for favours - all of which makes us unpopular.

1) To start with, PERMISSION must be obtained from Paul Wright. 

What he needs includes:

· activity of Module

· expected arrival date

· transport documents

2) A RISK ASSESSMENT and HANDLING PROCEDURE document must be done before delivery and discussed with Paul.

3) DELIVERY should be to Paul Wright to check and accept package (discuss with Andy Napper).

(In Paul's absence, one should go to Fran Childs).

4) We do not propose to establish a trained OFFICER to receive the Module, since we expect it will be a very infrequent occurrence. Instead, we will continue to rely on Paul.

5) We do not plan to establish a WORKING AREA now, since there is uncertainty as to whether we will receive further Modules. Further, it will occupy valuable real-estate.

Instead, if we know that a Module is coming, in the preceding week, we will set up a suitable TABLE for receipt and handling of the Module.

We wonder whether there might be concerns about contamination of the surface we propose to work on a polythene sheet which can be disposed of. 

(Discuss with Paul Flower who has a picture of what Paul Wright would like.)

6) There needs to be a Radiation Warning SIGN - we have one already.

7) People should be kitted out with (temporary) FILM BADGES from Fran Childs.

8) To RETURN Module to CERN, permission must be sought from CERN, therefore this cannot be instantaneous.

If Module is to be sent elsewhere, permission must be sought – although may not be a big issue, for example, no problems with Manchester.

· Get Module checked by Andy Scott.

· Andy will prepare paper-work.

· Pack in bubble wrap with radiation sticker on.

· Pack in box with polystyrene – available from R56.

· Tape paper-work to outside. There must NOT be an external radiation sticker.

· The box now be shipped by R56 or taken by car.
